Rising Tide: The Impact of Dementia on Canadian Society 
Extracted from the Alzheimer Society of Canada newsletter 
There are currently 400,000 Canadians living with Alzheimer’s disease (AD) 
and related dementias; a number that, within a generation, could reach more 
than one million people across the country.  In short, our aging population is 
fueling a rising tide of dementia that threatens to overwhelm our health care 
and social systems. 
Rising Tide 
“Alzheimer’s disease and related dementias are a rising concern in this 
country, an epidemic that has the potential to cripple the Canadian 
healthcare system if changes are not made today,” said Debbie 
Benczkowski, Interim Chief Executive Officer of the Alzheimer Society of 
Canada.   
Senior Citizens: Growing Population 
Statistics Canada reports there are currently 4.3 million Canadians aged 65 
years or older, which means that one in seven Canadians is now a senior 
citizen.  By 2015, the number of seniors is expected to reach 5.4 million.  As 
age remains the number-one risk factor for AD and related dementias, it has

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been long feared that the aging of our population will have direct 
consequences on the number of people living with dementia. 
Rising Tide studies dementia in great depth, in an effort to understand the 
current demographic and epidemiologic profile of the disease, along with the 
economic consequences over the next 30 years.  Based on what we already 
know about dementia, such as how to reduce the risk of dementia and how 
to support people living with the disease, the study also analyzes the 
possible effects of certain interventions, and how they could affect the 
healthcare and economic impacts of dementia in Canada. 
Measure of Hope 
Even though Rising Tide will release some frightening statistics regarding 
dementia and how Canadians are affected by the illness, we must remember 
that this only represents a future where no changes is made.  By investing in 
research and prevention, by educating and supporting our caregivers, and by 
raising awareness and ensuring that people are diagnosed early in the 
disease process, we can make a difference.   
However, the Society can’t initiate change alone.  The voice of the Society is 
only as strong as the number of Canadians we have supporting our call for 
action. 
“With the release of the Rising Tide study, we will have the evidence we 
need to ensure our call for change is heard by governments across the 
country,” Benczkowski said.  “At the same time, it is critical that Canadians 
continue to champion the fight against dementia, working in partnership with 
our governments and encouraging them to take action.”

JUST CLEAN YOUR HANDS 
 
Bay Haven is launching a new initiative designed to help improve residents’ 
and staff safety through better hand hygiene.  
 
Recent studies indicate that the best way to prevent infections and outbreaks 
is to use good hand hygiene practices.  One weapon in the war against the 
transmission of hand based organisms is to use alcohol based hand rubs 
(ABHR).  These ABHR have been proven in clinical trials to kill most 
transient microorganisms and are an important component of a 
comprehensive hand hygiene program. 
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Here at Bay Haven we have installed numerous ABHR dispensers located in 
resident rooms, dining and activity areas.  These strategically located ABHR 
are to be used when hands are not visibly soiled but when washing with 
soap and water is not always available. 
 
Staff, residents, volunteers and family members are all being trained about 
when and how to clean their hands using a four step hand hygiene program. 
In resident’s rooms, staff, volunteers and family members are to clean their 
hands; before entering the room, before any aseptic procedure, after 
exposure to body fluid and when leaving the residents room. 
 
In common areas where the space is shared by many people everyone is to 
clean their hands before beginning and after ending the activity.  Some 
residents may need help from staff, volunteers and family members in 
cleaning their hands before and after the event. 
 
It is important for staff to clean their hands during meals and snack times and 
before and after assisting residents.  Resident’s hands should also be clean 
before and after meals and snacks. 
 
By practicing good hand hygiene we can all help to improve and protect our 
health and to reduce the burden of infection based illnesses.

Harvest Gouda and Vegetable Chowder 
Makes 4 to 6 servings: 
Ingredients 
1 tbsp. butter 
1 medium onion, chopped 
2 cups each: chopped cauliflower, broccoli and carrots 
2 cans (10oz/284ml salt-reduced condensed chicken broth, undiluted 
2 cups milk 
!  cup all-purpose flour 
1 "  cups shredded Canadian Gouda cheese 
 
Preparation 
Melt butter in large saucepan.  Cook and stir onion over medium-high heat 
until tender.  Add cauliflower, broccoli, carrots and condensed chicken broth.  
Bring to a boil.  Reduce heat, cover and simmer 10 minutes or until 
vegetables are tender.  Whisk milk into flour until smoothly combined; add to 
saucepan.  Cook and stir over medium heat until mixture boils and thickens.

RESIDENT SPOTLIGHT 
At Bay Haven, we have the pleasure of getting to know some truly 
remarkable people – our residents.  With their permission, we invite you to 
get to know them too. 
 
Margaret Buck 
Margaret Cockburn was born on October 23, 1914 in Kingston, Ontario to 
parents John and Isabelle Cockburn.  John was a machinist in the Army who 
retired as a Major and Isabelle was a full time wife and mother.  Margaret 
had three siblings; two sisters and one brother.   
 
Margaret attended Victoria Public School (which is now part of Queen’s 
University.)  She graduated from Kingston Collegiate Institute and then 
attended Business College during the Dirty 30s. 
 
Shortly after Margaret graduated from high school she cared for two elderly 
women; a mother and her daughter.  She says it was the best job she ever 
had.  Although she was never trained for it, she feels she missed her calling 
as a nurse.  Marg’s next job was at an insurance company where she did 
bookkeeping, short hand and typing.   
 
Margaret was an avid skater and spent most of her free time on the ice.   
In January 1931, when Margaret was 16, she went on a horse and wagon 
hay ride in the country.  Margaret says she wasn’t very social but one of her 
closest friends, Dolly was.  It was a bitterly cold evening and a winter storm 
was brewing. Margaret, not knowing many of the kids at the party, was bored 
and cold.  The group stopped to light a fire to make hot chocolate.  Trying to 
find warmth from the fire, Margaret sat down.  As she pulled her coat up 
around her, a young man, dressed in a tattered old leather jacket and hat, 
sat down beside her and helped her with her coat.  He said to her, “It’s an 
awful cold night, lets run to keep warm!” They ran to get some hot chocolate. 
The winter storm became worse and the crowd was ready to go home.  The 
snow was so heavy and the drifts were so bad, that the boys had to shovel 
every few feet; it took them a long time to get home.   
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He asked her if she skated and she enthusiastically said, “Yes!”  He asked, 
“How come I’ve never seen you at the rink before?”  When the horse and 
wagon came into town, he walked Margaret home even though he lived far 
away; she didn’t think she would ever see him again. 
 
Several days later, Margaret was skating at the rink when a well-dappered 
young man, wearing a Blue Fedora, approached her and asked her if she 
wanted to skate with him.  She was going to turn him down when he said, 
“Dolly wouldn’t turn him down.” She didn’t recognize him at first; he looked 
so different. Then he asked if her parents were worried about her being out 
in the storm.  She could not believe that it was the same guy, Bill Buck, 
wearing that tattered old leather jacket; they began dating shortly after that.   
 
When Bill put an engagement ring in a box under the Christmas tree; 
Margaret could not believe it.  Her sister put the ring on her finger and 
started prancing around. Boy was Margaret angry!  When Bill saw her again, 
he took the ring out of box and gave it to her properly; kneeling down and 
proposing. They were unable to set a date because he had joined the Army 
and had to serve four years before he could get married.   

Shortly after the engagement, Margaret’s father announced he had been 
transferred out West.  Margaret didn’t want to leave Bill.  Margaret’s mother 
put her foot down and said, “Margaret is staying.”  The young couple married 
in 1938, one year before the war.  Marg was still working for the insurance 
company when they were married.  However they didn’t tell anyone about 

the marriage; at that time a woman 
was forced to quit her job when she 
got married, which was the 
expectation of most married, female 
employees in those days. 
 
In 1941, their first child, Joan was 
born. Bill was sent overseas to 
England shortly after Joan’s birth.  
Bill returned to Canada in 1945 after 
the war was over and Barb was 
born shortly after that. 
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In 1949, when Barb was a toddler the family moved to Camp Borden.  In 
1955, Bill was transferred to Germany near the Holland border where the 
family lived for two years. Margaret enjoyed their time in Germany; they 
travelled all over Europe.  They lived in special quarters for the Army.  Marg 
said the living conditions were fabulous. The Germans built these quarters 
during the occupation; Margaret said she felt lucky to be living in such 
beautiful quarters.   
 
The family returned to Canada in 1957 and lived in Kingston.  After the 
children graduated from high school, Margaret wanted to move out West to 
be closer to her mom and dad.  Finding work was challenging at that time 
and the couple moved back East a year later.   
 
In 1968, after Bill’s retirement, Margaret and her husband moved to Meaford. 
Bill was involved with the setup of the Kay Butchard Sheltered Workshop for 
Mentally Challenged Adults.  Bill taught courses such as machinery and 
woodworking and Margaret taught sewing and other domestic chores to the 
ladies.  The couple looked for ways to make money for the workshop.  They 
started making stuffed dolls and it ended up being quite successful.  They 
went to the International Trade Show in Toronto every year and the dolls 
were sold worldwide.   
 
Bill passed away in 1988 and Margaret stayed in Meaford until 2005, when 
the family wanted her to be closer to Collingwood. 
 
Margaret has tried many hobbies over the years including knitting, quilting, 
artwork, bridge and bowling, until the noise of the bowling balls and falling 
pins bothered her too much. Margaret also read a lot and always enjoyed a 
good book.  
 
The most important Margaret has learned in life is the “hang on to your 
temper and to always be honest.”  Her husband made the greatest impact on 
her life because he was kind, gentle and they always shared everything.  
WWII was an event in history that deeply affected her because it changed 
everyone’s lives.  The hard times taught her to manage with what little you 
had and to share with others when you could.  The births of her children are 
also one of her greatest memories. Some of her favorite memories include 
growing up in Kingston and going to the big family camp each summer in 
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Petawawa for Army families.  
 
Margaret shares three pieces of advice for the readers;  

!  If something is worth doing, it’s worth doing right. 
!  Think twice before you speak in anger. 
!  Learn from your mistakes. 

 
Margaret has bee a resident in the Retirement Home since 2005.  Thank you 
Margaret for sharing your memories and letting us get to know you. A special 
thanks to Barb Camplin, her daughter for helping with this spotlight.
